To provide Chief Elected Officials, local boards, and local area administrative entities with updated 
income guidelines for determining income-based program eligibility for WIOA Title 1B youth and

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ACTION 

Effective May 1, 2020, income guidelines described in this notice must be used when determining 
whether youth and adults are low-income individuals (defined below) for purposes of income-
based program eligibility for WIOA Title IB youth and adult programs.  

 

NOTICE 

For purposes of income-based eligibility determinations for youth and adult programs, a “low-
income individual” is an individual whose total annual family income does not exceed the higher 
of the poverty line or 70 percent of the lower living standard income level (LLSIL).1  The US 
Department of Health and Human Services published 2020 poverty-level guidelines in the Federal 
Register on January 17, 2020, Vol. 85, No. 12 (pages 3060 – 3061).  The US Department of Labor 
announced the availability LLSILs for 20202 in the Federal Registered on April 30, 2020, Vol. 85, 
No. 84 (pages 24035 – 24036).  Table 1 provides income guidelines for determining income-
based program eligibility for WIOA Title IB youth and adult programs.
